AVATLABILITY

Available throughout the territory served by the Suwannee Valley Electric
Cooperative, Inc.

APPLICABILITY

Applicable, as a credit, to customers who produce renewable energy, as defined by
Florida statutes, behind their meter and who are served by the Cooperative under one
of its standard tariffs. Customer taking service under this rider must enter into an
“Interconnection Agreement for Customer-Owned Generation Systems” with the
Cooperative.

DETERMINATION OF EXCESS RENEWABLE ENERGY

All renewable energy produced during a billing cycle shall be used teo reduce the
customer’s energy consumption for calculating the customer’s monthly bill. Should the
customer generate and deliver excess renewable energy to the electric grid during a
billing cycle, the excess energy shall be credited to the customer’s energy
consumption for the next month’s billing cycle.

DETERMINATICN OF ANNUAL ENERGY CREDIT

Excess Renewable Energy shall accumulate and be used to offset the customer’s energy

usage in subseqguent months. At the end of each calendar year, the Cooperative shall

pay the customer for unused Excess Renewable Energy an amount equal to the product of
unused Excess Renewable Energy during the year and SECI's average Fuel Charge ($ per

kWh) for the year.

CHANGES TC SEMINOLE ELECTRIC COOPERATIVES RATES

From time-to-time, Seminole Electric Cooperative will modify their rate charges and/or
structure. Should there be any change in the rate under which the Cooperative
purchases wholesale electric service that materially impacts the economics of this
